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INTRODUCTION 

Welcome to the i-MED Client 2009 

Welcome to i-MED Client 2009 from Heridian Limited.  i-MED Client 2009 is a 

Windows application used in conjunction with the i-MED Portal delivering a set of 

internet services creating a secure medical information network.  It contains tools 

for the Doctors at the patient interface, pathologists, radiologists, other medical 

professionals and for remote specialists who provide expert opinions on cases sent 

to them. The i-MED Portal system can be used to integrate the work of single 

medical professional in the field, small clinics, hospitals and diagnostic evaluators via 

the public Internet using high security encryption techniques to ensure safety and 

security for medical users and patients alike. 

 

About this guide 

This user guide assumes that you are familiar with the use of the Microsoft Windows 

2000, Windows XP, Windows Vista and Windows 7 operating systems.  Please take 

time to become familiar with your computerôs operating system before using i-MED 

Client 2009.  If you are new to Windows, you may find the Windows help files useful.  

To open the Windows Help Files, click the START button and then click HELP. 

 

Mouse 

Click Press and release the primary mouse button.  The primary mouse 

button is the button you most often use.  For most people, this is the 

left button, 

 

Right-Click Press and release the secondary mouse button.  The secondary 

mouse button is the button you use least often.  For most people 

this is the right mouse button. 

 

Double-Click Press and release the primary mouse button twice. 

 

Drag Move the mouse while you hold down the primary mouse button. 

 

Release Remove your finger from a mouse button. 

 

Scroll Scroll bars along the right and bottom sides of an image or windows 
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can be used to move the image up and down and left and right within 

the window.  To use a scrollbar, either click and hold one of the 

arrow buttons at either end of the bar, or drag the scroll bar slider. 

 

Keyboard 

<TAB> Press the <TAB> key to move from one text box to the next. 

 

<X> Indicates a letter or word (the letter X or word X) on the keyboard. 

 

Using the keyboard to carry out commands often involves pressing keys together or 

in succession. 

 

<CTRL>+<A> (Or any two keys joined by a plus sign) Press and hold the <CTRL> 

key while pressing <A>. 

 

<SHIFT>+<A> Press and hold down the <SHIFT> key while clicking a key, button or 

object. 

 

Terminology 

Cancel Button Click this button in a dialog box to close the box without applying the 

settings. 

 

Check box Click it to turn an option on and off.  When the option is selected, the 

box conations a check mark when the option is NOT selected, the 

box is blank. 

 

Combo box Click the small arrow to the right of the box to show options.  You 

may also see a scroll control if the option list is very long. 

 

Choose Used to indicate you should select a command or feature, usually by 

clicking it.  At times this involves opening list boxes, scrolling, and 

clicking a choice. 

 

Slider Drag the slider or press the keyboard arrows to move along a range 

of settings.  With most sliders, moving to the left or down reduces a 

value and moving to the right or up increases a value. 
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Spin control The buttons with upward and downward pointing arrows at the right 

hand side of number boxes.  Click a button to increase or decrease 

the numbers by one.  Press and hold a button to increase or 

decrease the numbers rapidly. 
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Chapter 1 

An i-MED Portal Overview 

The i-MED Portal is a specialized secure network that allows medical users to exchange 

patient information (demographics, history, current case notes, etc) along with still and 

video (MPEG or AVI) images safely and efficiently over the Internet with nominated 

recipients. 

 

Still images can be pathology slides captured from suitably equipped microscopes, x-ray 

images either scanned analogue plates or pre-digitized images, CT/MRI images, images 

from digital cameras or Colposcopes, indeed any image file ï covering all popular file types. 

 

The systemôs framework is based on the i-MED Imaging Systems MEVAL processéé 

 

 

Fig. 1 ï The MEVAL Process. 

A suite of software programs (to which this documentation pertains) is available free for 

download from the i-MED Portal Website (http://www.imed-portal.net/downloads/downloads.aspx) that allows 

http://www.imed-portal.net/downloads/downloads.aspx
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users to build ñcase packagesò containing patient record information (demographics, history, 

case details etc. ï all optional) and symptoms narrative. 

 

To this base the user (REQUESTER) adds captured images direct from imaging devices or 

images imported from digital media or files, attaching them to the patient data.  Images 

can be annotated with a range of drawing tools, color masks, pointers and text.  The 

system also provides support for video capture and transfer as a part of the ñcase packageò. 

 

Once the ñcase packageò is ready, the REQUESTER SENDS it to up to the i-MED Portal 

servers on the Internet.  Each case package can be sent to a named user (EVALUATOR), 

a named group of users or to an open forum for discussion/debate. 

 

EVALUATORS, to whom the ñcase packagesò are sent, are equipped with a complementary 

set of tools that allow them to view and manipulate the images and to record their 

diagnosis/observations and a recommend care plan.  These conclusion packs are then 

transferred back to the i-MED Portal Internet servers via the internet to await collection by 

the original REQUESTER. 

 

The original REQUESTER then receives the diagnosis narrative and recommended care 

plan for review.  At this time an evaluation report can be produced that displays all the 

textual data (REQUESTER input and EVALUATOR feedback) as well as the various 

images, all neatly structured.  The REQUESTER can choose to retain the ñcase packageò 

on his PC for long term storage or it can be purged. 

 

At any time, an EVALUATOR can óforwardô a ñcase packageò to a peer for a 2nd opinion 

review.  Just like the original REQUESTER, he can send his request to a single user, a 

group or to open forum for discussion/feedback. 

 

The i-MED Portal System does NOT require all parties to be online at the time of 

transmission ï ñCase packagesò are transmitted to a secure i-MED Portal server connected 

to the Internet where they are held awaiting collection by the target recipient(s).  Diagnosis 

replies and 2nd opinion requests work similarly. 

 

Throughout, the i-MED Portal system uses industrial strength encryption, internally coded 

password protection and compression technology to make things as secure and efficient as 

possible.  We also run a number of server based processes that ensure system integrity is 

maintained and that case package work flow is maintained.  ñCase packageò status 

information is passed around the ónetworkô so that all involved parties are kept aware of 

case progress (or otherwise!).  As an example, failure of an EVALUATOR to respond to a 
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REQUESTERôs ñcase packageò submission within pre-defined time period (set case by 

case by the REQUESTER) will be passed back to the REQUESTER so that he can take 

alternative actions. 

 

When processing is complete, a full record of the process cycle is available for printing and 

long term storage at the initial REQUESTERôs PC.  He may choose to retain these records 

in his local database for future reference.

Recommended System Requirements 

 

As with any other graphics program, the highest resolution of 32 bit video display, 

most RAM memory, fastest processor, the largest hard disk you can sensibly afford 

will increase your efficient use of the program.  While you can run the i-MED Client 

2009 program on a computer with only 1 Gb. RAM, we strongly recommend that you 

run it on a computer with at least 2 Gb. 

 

Optional System Requirements 

 

A graphics tablet with electronic pen or a touch sensitive screen may enhance the 

usability of the graphical interface. 
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Chapter 3 

Installing i-Med Client 2009  

The program installs like most other Windows applications. To install i-MED Client 2009, do 

the following: 

 

Ʒ Start the computer and allow windows to start and then login to Windows, if required 

to do so. 

 

Ʒ Download the latest version of the client application program from the i-MED Portal 

web site ï http://www.imed-portal.net/downloads/downloads.aspx to the desktop or 

to a temporary directory on your computer. 

 

Ʒ Using the Windows Explorer, navigate to the directory into which you stored the 

downloaded file, locate the downloaded file and double click on it. 

 

Ʒ Follow the on screen instructions and dialogue boxes as they appear to complete 

the installation. 

 

Ʒ If you intend to use a Windows compliant imaging device, e.g. a video camera or a 

still image camera, you will need to configure this to work in the i-MED Client 2009 

environment. 

 

o On the main i-MED Client 2009 menu, click SETTINGS/IMAGING DEVICE 

SETTINGS function. 

o Select a default image source, resolution and compression rate. 

o Next select the default clip length and frame rate for videos. 

o Click the SAVE button to store the profile. 

 

See Chapter 20 - Setting IMAGING DEVICE SETTINGS - later in this document for 

details on this procedure. 

 

No other configuration is required ï your local database is managed by the software 

and the remote service connection is managed by the i-MED Client 2009 software ï 

You are now ready to start using the i-MED Portal Service.

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Chapter 4 

Registering with the i-MED Portal 

Before you can logon and use the i-MED 2009 client program and the related Internet 

services, you need to register at http://www.imed-portal.net/register/register.aspx.  Upon 

successful registration, you will be sent a USER ID and a PASSWORD by return email that 

will allow you to start using the system. 

 

Having received your registration confirmation email with your USER ID and PASSWORD, 

you can start the i-MED 2009 Client program.  Do this by locating the program in the start 

menu or by double clicking the desktop shortcut icon created during the install process. 

 

Initially you will be presented with the login screen: 

 

 

Fig. 2 - User authentication dialogue box. 

The first time you login, your computers MAC address1 is sent to the i-MED Portal servers 

to ensure that your future database integrity is maintained and as an additional security 

measure to ensure that only you and your PC access the i-MED Portal with your USER ID 

and PASSWORD.  Even if someone else obtains your USER ID and PASSWORD they will 

not be able to gain access to your i-MED Portal account. 

 

In order to process the initial login, your PC must be connected to the Internet.  At the 

bottom right of the login screen you will see a small ICON with the words ñConnected to the 

Internetò as shown in Fig. 2 or the words ñNo Connection to i-MED.NET!ò displayed.  If you 

are NOT connected to the Internet, click the EXIT icon (top right of the login screen), 

resolve the connectivity issue and then try again.  Remember, the initial login in process 

requires that you are connected.

 MAC Address ï This is a unique 15 character identifier for the network interface device inside your computer.  It uniquely identifies 

itself and the computer that is resides in.

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Enter the supplied USER ID and PASSWORD into the relevant fields and click the LOGIN 

button. 

 

Your USER ID and password will be validated, your MAC address stored and your local 

database initialized, ready for use.  When the login process has completed, you will be 

presented with the main i-MED Client 2009 screen (See Chapter 6 for details). 
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Chapter 5 

Subscribing to the i-MED Portal Service 

Following your registration at the i-MED Portal web site (http://www.imed-

portal.net/register/register.aspx) you will be given access to the i-MED Portal Service for a 

14 day trial period during which you are free to use the system (See Chapter 4 for details).  

Your initial free credit is for 5 case package submissions.  Towards the end of the trial 

period, we will send you an email invitation to subscribe to the i-MED Portal service. 

 

You can purchase a subscription for 1 month, 1 year or 2 years.  1 year and 2 year 

subscriptions offer significant savings over the standard monthly subscription plan.  You 

can also purchase a fixed number of package submissions.  Refer to the subscriptions 

page on the i-MED Portal website for the latest information (http://www.imed-

portal.net/subscribe/subscribe.aspx). 

 

If you subscribe to the service before the trial period expires, you will be able to continue 

using the system uninterrupted.  You subscription period will not start until your trial period 

is over effectively giving you a 6 week initial subscription period.  Any remaining free 

credits at the time of registration are added to your first monthly allocation at subscription 

time and become immediately effective. 

 

At any time you are free to terminate your account with the i-MED Portal.  To unsubscribe

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Chapter 6 

The Main i-MED Client 2009 Window 

 

When you start i-MED Client 2009, you will be initially presented with the login screen.

Enter you USER ID and Password, as previously supplied to you during the registration 

process. 

 

If your subscription has expired, you will receive the following warning message:

If you visit the i-MED Portal web site subscription page (http://www.imed-

portal.net/subscribe/subscribe.aspx) and make a payment, you will be able to continue 

using the service without further interruption.  See chapter 5 for further details. 

 

The main program will now load and the main i-MED Client 2009 program window will be 

displayed.

This window is your workspace and it contains all the tools you need to manage patients, 

cases (outbound and inbound), security, reporting, etc. 

Whatôs in the main window? 

 

Fig. 6 ï Main windows ï Key components 
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Title Bar  

This is the standard Windows title bar.  It contains the name of the system and the 

currently running application. 

Standard Text Based Menu  

This is the standard text menu that you are probably familiar with from other software 

products.  Clicking the word here will reveal the menu items underneath the menu topic.  

Within these there may be sub-menus indicated by a small right-facing arrow. 

Icon Shortcuts Menu 

This set of icons gives you one-touch access to a number of frequently used functions 

within the i-MED Client 2009 application. 

Help Tabs 

These tabs provide an online manual that is always available in the application work space.  

Simply point to a tab and a fly-out window will appears with the relevant documentation 

section. 

Current User 

This shows the USER ID of the currently logged in user. 

Current Case Workload Status 

This area shows 6 counters that indicate your current caseload.  The counters are 

abbreviated ï the meanings are shown in the table below: 

 

Abbreviation Meaning 

OP Open cases that are in the process of 

construction. 

QU Cases that in the transfer queue awaiting 

their turn to be sent to the i-MED Portal. 

WT Cases that have completed their transfer 

to the i-MED Portal and are awaiting 

collection by the target recipients. 

CO Cases that have been collected by the 

target recipients.  Their postings are 

now awaited. 

RC Cases that have been evaluated and the 

results received back to your PC.  They 

remain in this state until reviewed. 
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EV Cases that have been downloaded to 

your PC for evaluation ï i.e. Requests 

from other users. 

Fig. 7 ï Case workload status abbreviations 

Internet Connectivity Status 

This indicator shows the current state of the connection from your PC to the Internet.  A 

disconnection is denoted by a RED óXô sign on the server icon.  This icon showing a 

disconnection does NOT mean that the service is unavailable generally, just that your 

workstation does NOT have direct access to the Internet and hence the i-MED Portal 

Service. 

Main application Workspace 

The i-MED Client 2009 application uses independent windows for each system function.  

Many functions can be óopenô at any one time, as you can see in the example below: 

 

 

Fig. 8 ï Main workspace with many functions open. 
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Each open function exists in itsô own window.  These windows can be independently 

moved, resized, or minimized as you require.  Each window has its own set of controls for 

minimize, minimize and close. 

 

When a window is maximized, the whole application work space is taken up by the chosen 

function.  All other functions are still open although hidden from view.  Across the top of 

the application workspace is a tabbed area, each tab representing the function it relates to.  

The highlighted tab is the currently active window/function.  Clicking on any of the other 

tabs brings that window to the foreground, making it active.

The floating windows view can be restored by clicking the restore button in the top right 

corner of the main i-MED Client 2009 window.

Windows can also be closed using the  icon and minimized using the  icon. 

Using the system when the Internet is NOT available 

i.MED Client 2009 is an Internet based system ï By definition, it needs access to the 

Internet for authentication as well as for the transfer of data (up and down).  The system 

has been designed to allow offline usage of the system.  Maybe you want to build your 

case packages and then connect to send them or you connect to the Internet to receive 

results ï rather than having a permanent, always on, connection established. 

 

A component of i-MED Client 2009 is a background task that monitors the Internet 

connection on your PC.  When a connection is available, it scans your local i-MED Client 

2009 database searching for cases that require sending.  It then, in background, initiates 

and manages the transfers.  Similarly, it looks across the Internet to the i-MED Portal 

servers and collects completed cases, storing the results in your local database and setting 

óon screenô indicators to advise you of status changes if the main client program is running.  

The service also checks the servers to see if there are any requests that have been 

addressed to you.  The service downloads the case packages and loads them to your 

local database, from where you can review, evaluate and record your opinions.  

Completed evaluations are managed by the service also. 

 

If the system is disconnected from the Internet for a long period of time, such that your 

subscription period expires, your i-MED Client 2009 system will drop into UNSUBSCRIBED 

MODE ï In this mode you will not be able to create new cases and you will not be able to 

evaluate cases.  To resolve this, simply connect your PC to the Internet and login.  

Assuming that your subscriptions have been paid, your local system will get your updated 

subscription data from the central servers, updating your local database, allowing you to re-

commence work. 
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Chapter 7 

Standard process flows 

It is important that you first understand the standard process flows that govern the way that 

i-MED process works and therefore the way that you have to work. 

 

Letôs first look at the creation of a case package, its transmission to the i-MED Portal 

servers, itôs onwards passage out to your nominated recipient and then back to you via the 

i-MED Portal servers. 

 

 

Fig. 11 ï Basic Process Flow. 

Step 1 The REQUESTER creates a new patient record in the i-MED Client 2009 system. 

 

Step 2 The REQUESTER build a case package that may include demographics, base data, 

case introduction, symptoms, observations, history, Preliminary diagnosis, still 

images, video clips, etc. 

 

Step 3 The REQUESTER sends the case package to i-MED Portal to await collection by 

his chosen recipient. 

 

Step 4 The TARGET RECIPIENT collects the case package from the i-MED Portal servers, 

downloading to his local database. 
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Step 5 The RECIPIENT performs his analysis/evaluation and renders a diagnosis and 

proposed care plan. 

 

Step 6 RECIEPIENT send his results set back to the i-MED Portal servers to await 

collection. 

 

Step 7 The original REQUESTER collects the DIAGNOSIS SET from the i-MED Portal 

servers, downloading to his local database. 

 

Step 8 The REQUESTER reviews the DIAGNOSIS SET and renders his own final 

DIAGNOSIS and CARE PLAN.  He is then ready to counsel the patient with the 

outcome of the procedure. 

 

We can expand this basic model by the REQUESTER asking several RECIPIENTS to 

review the case package.

We can then expand the whole concept by the fact that a RECIPIENT of a case can pass 

the case on to his own peer group for review, by way of a second opinion process loop: 
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Fig. 13 ï 2
nd

 Opinion Loop introduced. 
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Chapter 8 

Creating and maintaining patient records 

The first stage of processing a case package is to create the patient record.  This is done 

using the MAINTAIN PATIENT function that is accessible from either the UPDATE menu or 

by clicking the  icon on the toolbar.  Either method will present you with the following 

screen:

The screen is divided into 3 separate sections. 

Narrowing the number of displayed records 

The top section allows you to find an existing patient record quickly.  If you have built up a 

significant number of patient records in your database, it may be easier for you to search by 

specifying any combination of CHART NUMBER, SURNAME, ZIP/POST CODE or SOCIAL 

SECURITY NUMBER (SSN). 
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Simply type the selection criteria into the appropriate boxes and click SET.  This will 

narrow your view of the database.  To clear these settings click the CLEAR button. 

The Patient Register 

The next section displays the records you currently have selected in a table.  This section 

has a lot of functionality that you will find throughout the i-MED Client 2009 software. 

 

Ʒ Columns can be sorted by clicking the COLUMN HEADERS.  To reverse the sort, 

click again. 

 

Ʒ Columns can be moved either, by: 

 

o Dragging the column to a new location 

o Clicking the small arrow in the right side of the column header and selecting a 

new field for that location. 

 

Ʒ New groupings can be created by dragging columns to the ñGROUP BYò area in the 

header of the table.  If you wish, for example, to have the list presented by 

SURNAME (i.e. all the SMITHS are group together), drag the SURNAME column to 

the SORT BY area. 

Maintaining Existing Patient Records 

To select a record for ñMAINTENANCEò (i.e. change) click the row selector in the PATIENT 

REGISTER: 

 

Fig. 15 ï Table Row Selector 

When a row is selected the details related to that row (patient) are displayed in the third 

section of the screen. 

 

In this section there are 4 tabs and a Patient status combo box.  Letôs look at the tabs first.  

The initial tab to be displayed is the DEMOGRAPHICS tab (See Fig. 16 below).  This 

displays basic data about the patient.  It is all self explanatory. 
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Fig. 16 ï Patient Detail section ï Tab 1 displayed. 

 

The next tab is the Contact Information Tab, as shown here: 

 

 

Fig. 17 ï Patient Detail section ï Tab 2 displayed. 

 

Once again, all of the data fields here are self explanatory. 

 

The third tab is the history tab.  Here you can record significant medical milestones for the 

patient, details about any allergies and finally a section for you to record family or hereditary 

issues of note. 

 

 

Fig. 18 ï Patient Detail section ï Tab 3 displayed. 

 

All aspects of history can be selectively sent with a case package, as you will see later. 
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The final tab provides facilities for the record of childhood elements of data.  This is shown 

here: 

 

 

Fig. 19 ï Patient Detail section ï Tab 4 displayed. 

 

The final element of this section is the PATIENT STATUS combo box.  This allows you to 

set the  ACTIVE, INACTIVE or DELETED.  The ñDeleted: status removes a patient from all 

working screens although his records remain in the system.  At any time you can set his 

status to ACTIVE or INACTIVE to once again include the record in system activity.  

Patients with a flag of INACTIVE cannot have case packages built. 

 

When you have finished making all of the required changes, click the SAVE button to write 

the changes out to the database. 

Creating a NEW Patient Record 

To create a new patient record, click the NEW button.  If the button is GREYED out, click 

the clear key first ï you may have a record selected in maintenance mode!  Complete all 

the require fields and click the SAVE button to write the new record to the database. 

Deleting a Patient Record 

To delete an existing record, click the record selector and then click the DELETE button.  

You are unable to delete records where case packages exist in the database.  If you 

attempt to do so a warning is issued. 

Reporting 

The final part of this section covers reporting.  There are three buttons related to printing, 

as follows: 

 

Fig. 20 ï Patient Register, print control buttons. 

To produce the PATIENT REGISTER REPORT, first you must configure the printer. 
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Fig. 21 ï Patient Register, print configuration 

Select your printer (you can access printer properties from this selection screen) and then 

paper size and source.  You can then choose paper orientation and margin settings.  

When done, click OK. 

 

You can then click the PREVIEW button to see your report on screen.

Finally click the PRINT button to send the report to the printer. 

 

When you are done with PATIENT MAINTENANCE, click the CLOSE button to close the

Chapter 9 

Browsing Case Packages 

There are two ways of browsing case packages, the first allows you to look at things from a 

specific patientôs view point and the other is to look at things from a case load standpoint 

(i.e. all patients with linked case package records).  The two paths are shown in the 

diagram below: 

 

 

 

Fig. 23 ï The two ways of managing Case Packages 

 

The Patient Browser 

The Patient Browser is started from either the UPDATE menu or by clicking the    icon in 

the toolbar. 
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Fig. 24 ï The patient Browser screen. 

The patient browser displays a list of ALL patients currently stored in your local database.   

Narrowing the number of displayed records 

The top section allows you to find a patient record quickly.  If you have built up a significant 

number of patient records in your database, it may be easier for you to search by specifying 

any combination of CHART NUMBER, SURNAME, ZIP/POST CODE or SOCIAL 

SECURITY NUMBER (SSN). 

 

Simply type the selection criteria into the appropriate boxes and click SET.  This will 

narrow you view of the database.  To clear these settings click the CLEAR button. 

 

The functions available from here are all available in a context menu.  Highlight a row by 

clicking the record selector area and then right click the row.  The menu is displayed:

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As you can see, there are three options available to you from here: 

 

Ʒ Launch Case Package Builder 

This option launches the case package builder in ADD NEW RECORD mode.  

Details on this can be found in Chapter 10 of this guide. 

  

Ʒ Review Patient Case History 

This option launches the BROWSE CASE PACKAGES ï SELECTED PATIENT 

screen.  Details on this can be found in Chapter 11 of this guide. 

 

Ʒ Launch Media Browser 

This option launches the Media Browser, details of which can be found in section 12 

of this guide. 

 

The PATIENT BROSWER remains open as you use the other functions ï When you are 

finished with a patient record you can easily move on to the next and so on. 
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Chapter 10 

Using the Case Package Builder 

The case package builder is launched from several places with in the i-MED client 2009.  

These are: 

 

Ʒ The Patient Browser 

Ʒ The Case Package Browser ï Selected patient 

Ʒ The Case Package Browser ï All patients 

 

It may be started in EDIT mode (for an existing case) or in NEW mode where a new case 

package is being created.  In either case, the screen functionality is the same.  The 

CASE PACKAGE BUILDER screen is shown here:

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The screen has 5 main sections: 

 

Ʒ Patient Information section 

This section inherits the patient information from the previous screen, presenting it in 

the top section of the screen display. 

Ʒ Media section 

The media section is in three parts.  There is a table of available media elements to 

the left, a preview window in the centre and a media information panel to the right.  

Clicking a media entry in the table will display it in the preview window (image viewer 

or video player, depending on the media type) at the same time displaying the media 

information in the right side panel.  You can associate media elements with this 

case by highlighting the media entry and then right clicking on the entry in the table:
